If a minor or major penalty is incurred by a player of the team
in possession of the puck, the Referee will immediately blow
his whistle and penalize that player.

If a minor or major penalty is incurred by a player of the team
not in possession of the puck, the referee will not blow his
whistle until completion of the play by the team in possession
of the puck. The play.is considered completed when either
the puck changes possession, a goal is scored or the team in
possession commits an infraction of the rules.

Players in the penalty box may nat be replaced on the ice, so
the result of the penalty gives the opposing team a Power
Play (see The Power Play, pg. 26). As many as two players
may occupy the penalty box. When a team is short-handed
(has fewer players on the ice than the opposing team) due to
one or more penalties and the opposing team scores a goal,
the first penalty called will automatically terminate.

A minimum of three skaters must remain on the ice (the
goalie being the fourth). .
